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$4,000 rebate available to homeowners for making homes energy efficient

With winter fast approaching, an important initiative to jump start weatherization projects began on October 1. The program, called Project ReEnergize (PRE), is a part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act designed to stimulate job creation in the construction industry and to provide incentives to Minnesotans to invest in home energy efficiency projects. Homeowners in Minnesota can receive up to a $4,000 rebate for replacing windows and installing insulation in their homes from a PRE-qualified contractor. The program is being administered by the Builders Association of Minnesota through the Minnesota Department of Commerce.

“Minnesota has continually been a national leader in energy efficiency thanks to our industrious citizens and a climate that requires it,” said Sen. John Doll, DFL-Burnsville, vice-chair of the Senate Energy committee. “This past year a significant portion of our legislative committee efforts were focused on ensuring that federal stimulus dollars were spent in a manner that produced the greatest results, both in terms of energy and energy dollars saved, as well as jobs created.   Project ReEnergize is a part those efforts.”

All homes (except condominiums and manufactured homes) that are less than 3,000 square feet, and constructed prior to 2000, are eligible for the program as long as they are the homeowner’s primary residence.  Improvements must be contracted on, or after October 1, and performed by a PRE-qualified contractor in order to be eligible for the rebates.  In addition to these direct rebates, homeowners may also be eligible for a $1,500 federal tax credit or utility rebates for energy efficiency improvements.

“Homeowners should act fast to receive these rebates.   Funds for Project ReEnergize are limited and once they’re gone, they’re gone,” said Sen. Doll.  “This is a great opportunity to improve your home, save money and energy, and create jobs in your area.”
