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Sen. Doll recognized for transit efforts during 2009 session

State Sen. John Doll was named a Legislator of the Year by the Suburban Transit Association for his support of transit legislation during the 2009 session.  Sen. Doll was instrumental in passing legislation that benefited transit programs in the metro area.

The award was presented to Sen. Doll at the group’s award ceremony on Aug. 5 in Burnsville. 



“I’m honored to have received this award,” Sen. Doll said.  “Working with the dedicated folks at the STA, we were able to pass legislation that will be of great benefit to commuters throughout the metro area.  Currently, several high-impact, transit-oriented initiatives are underway in the south metro and around the region.  In addition, we passed into law legislation that recognizes the significant efforts of our transit partners in the south metro, particularly the Minnesota Valley Transit Authority, for the construction of the Cedar Avenue BRT station.”
The Suburban Transit Association (STA) was founded in 1995 to bring together suburban communities whose purpose was to provide flexible transit services.   The STA is an innovative, public-private transit partnership that embraces and implements new technologies to respond to changing passenger needs.  

The STA recognized Sen. Doll for his efforts in passing legislation that requires the conveyance of the Apple Valley Transit Station to the Minnesota Valley Transit Authority (MVTA) from the Metropolitan Council.  The bill became part of the Omnibus Transportation Finance Bill that was signed into law by Gov. Pawlenty on May 5.   

“The Suburban Transit Authority helps provide transportation services to residents in 11 communities in the metro area,” Sen. Doll said.  “The transit service helps get people to work, to doctor appointments, grocery stores, shopping malls, and many other places in our local communities.  I’m pleased to have been a part of this successful effort during the 2009 Legislative Session.”
